Good Conduct and Etiquette Practice Expected

From All Members and Visitors to

Dunscar Golf Club


When you enter a competition or book a tee-off time, please ensure that you arrive punctually at the first tee ready to play at the correct time and note the entry conditions.

Please turn your mobile off or put it on vibrate. Please do not make non-essential calls on the course as this can annoy your playing partner(s). It is ok to receive incoming or make outgoing emergency calls. Remember, voice noise can travel especially when the fairways and greens are close by, so please keep voice noise to a minimum.

Generally, always stand to the right of a player taking a shot and never directly behind. If it is a left-handed player, stand to the left. Please do not get ahead of anyone who is playing a shot (you don’t like it and neither do they!). 

If you take a divot, please replace the taken divot and tread it down well as it helps the course recover quickly. 

If you think a ball may be lost, please get use to playing a provisional shot so you do not have to return to the tee. If the ball is lost, you are allowed five minutes to look for it but do be aware of people playing behind you and, if necessary, please allow them to play through. 

Keep up a good pace when walking between shots so as not to hold up play. If a gap opens up between your group and the group in front of you then please be prepared to call the players behind you through if they have to wait for you.

When you are playing up to a green please make sure the players ahead of you have finished putting and are well clear of the green before you play your next shot. 

Never cross the blue line around the green with your buggy or trolley. If you land in a bunker, please rake it when you have finished. Please do not put your bag, trolley, or buggy on the green fringe but leave them to the side, nearest to the point at which you will leave the green to get to the next tee.

Please be mindful when ‘cutting in’ across holes. Please be courteous, check for approaching players, and ensure that you ask for permission before proceeding. 

Before putting out, please repair pitch marks on the green and always place the flag on the side of the green but never on the green as it could damage the green. When you have finished on the green exit it quickly and do not stand around marking your scorecard. Please mark the scorecard on the next tee.

If you hit a ball that looks like it might hit somebody or if you hit it over trees towards another fairway that you can't see you must always shout "fore". If you hear another player shout "fore" do not stand there looking around to see if the call was for your benefit, just cover your head with your arms and crouch down to make yourself as small a target as possible. 

After your round, shake hands with your partners, "Well played, Better luck next time, etc..", and take off your hat as you do so. It's what golf is all about.

After the competition, please may we ask you to check for your result and if you are a winner, please make every effort to attend the prize presentation (jacket and tie is requested). Please may we ask you to refrain from saying any unnecessary comments at the prize presentation. 

Top Dress Tips

On the Course

Smart golfing attire is to be worn at all times with golf shirts tucked into trousers or shorts.

If the style of clothing or shoes can be purchased in any golf retailing outlet or Pro’s shop, then they maybe worn on the course.

Shorts are permitted providing they are knee length, tailored, and are worn with white ankle socks – for the fashion conscious black socks are a no go!

Players must wear proper golf shoes - soft spikes or dimpled shoes. If you wear hard spikes, please be mindful when on the greens.

Please do not wear:

·  
Vest type shirts, football shirts or shorts

Golf shirts pulled outside trousers or shorts

· Combat/Cargo shorts/trousers (i.e. those that have large baggy side pockets)

Camouflage clothing of any type or print

·  
Tracksuits/Beachwear items

·  
Trainers, hockey shoes or cricket shoes 


In the Clubhouse

Unless otherwise advised the dress code in the Clubhouse is smart casual apparel. Golf shirts to be worn inside trousers or shorts. Shorts are not allowed in the clubhouse after 7pm.

Please do not wear:

Sandals

Training shoes/sport shoes

Golf shoes

Jeans or tracksuits

Any of the non-course apparel

Please put your mobile on vibrate. We all live in modern times and at Dunscar, we respect this situation. However, if you have to take or make a mobile call, please vacate the room/building to avoid members hearing your conversation. 

To avoid any embarrassing situations for you or your golf partners where an official of the club, the Professional or a member of the bar staff may ask you to leave the course or the clubhouse, please check and make sure you comply with the above.
Golf is a fantastic and smart sport, which we want to help everyone enjoy. 

If you follow these good practices and the rules of golf,  you shouldn't go too far wrong, so please go out and have a good game!
